General practice: PREPARATION DRAWING FOR ALL PAINTING OR MIXED MEDIA ART WORKS 
Materials: 2+ A4 Cartridge Paper for sketching 120 gsm plus. Your chosen surface for artwork i.e. Watercolour paper 300+ gsm or canvas on stretcher or canvas paper for mixed media, acrylic or oil with a prepared 'ground'.   
Equipment: Your chosen medium; graphite pencil, charcoal, pastel, chalk, pen and ink wash etc...Hair spray for fixative and ruler, putty rubber and a drawing board (tutor has a limited of no. drawing boards) 
Exercises: Time approx. 5-10 mins each 

Drawing Practice - The tutor will demonstrate relevant techniques useful for drawing various subjects on whiteboard. Feel free to join in and sketch along with the tutor on paper with your chosen medium.  
Plot Diagram Drawing -This involves the early stages of a composition; the relevant heights, widths and space shapes. It is making a diagram of your subject creating shapes for objects, trees, plants and flowers etc... and placing them in a pleasing composition. Draw lightly - at this stage alterations and decisions will be made by erasing and redefining 

EXAMPLE: Plot drawing of Elephants 
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Tonal Drawing - Add tonal references to your plot diagram drawing. Pick out the contrasts and block gradients of tone into your chosen sketching technique ie; hatching, smudging, soft shading, scribble or a variety with pencil, charcoal or a medium of your choice such as pastel or pen and ink wash and line.  

EXAMPLES: Tonal drawing of Elephants and sketching techniques.  
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Line Sketch - Create a line sketch on to your chosen surface. Refer to the tonal sketch for your composition and main contrasts of light a dark. It is useful to draw a grid on your tonal sketch to refer to. The line sketch is a guide mapping your plan and composition you have chosen. Do not add tone however it is good to draw lines to map the dark and light areas  

 

EXAMPLE: Refer to your tonal sketch with grid for your line drawing.  
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
